Abstract. The abstract should be analytical, structured as follows: introduction, method, results and conclusion, and with a maximum of 150 words. In the case of articles of reflection derived from research, the abstract should be in the same way, clearly and succinctly expressing the objective of the article, the main assumptions on which it is based, the arguments used as support and the thesis that structures it. No citations or references should ever appear in an abstract. 

Palabras clave: The keywords, without exception, must be at least ten (10), separated by “;” written with initial capital letters and must be extracted from a scientifically recognized thesaurus, such as the Unesco Thesaurus, available at: http://vocabularies.unesco.org/browser/thesaurus/es/.

Keywords: Keywords in Spanish (the same as those presented in English, but now in this language).
1. INTRODUCTION
Structure of the article: The Introduction presents the research problem, the background and theoretical framework, the hypotheses and the specific objectives. The methodology describes the form, procedure and technique used to develop the research. In development, the findings of the research are described; if necessary, tables and figures are used. In conclusions, the authors' own voice is heard, with the implications of the research carried out and the contribution evidencing the contribution to the engineering area. In future works, the authors describe the future actions that their research will take. In financing, the author(s) list the institutions that financed the research from which the article is derived. With the conflict of interest, the author(s) declares the non-existence of conflict of interest with any institution or commercial association of any kind. In the acknowledgements section, any technical assistance, support functions such as data collection or entry, recruiting participants, giving suggestions for statistical analysis or reading, analysis of the article, and financial support should be acknowledged, indicating the name of the research project from which the article is derived, the financing entities, the project code, phase of development, and start and end dates. Also included in this section is the acknowledgement of contract or grant type.

2.  CONTENT DEVELOPMENT
From this section, the contents of the topic are developed in an orderly and sequential manner. Note that the section should be organized using titles like the one above for each new topic included (Roman numerals, capitalized and centered). In addition, subtitles are included as follows.

Subtitles
This section specifies detailed topics that are part of a main heading, such as "Content Development".

Subtitles are written in bold and aligned to the left, with the first word in initial capital letters -the rest in lower case, except for proper names- (Arial 10). Intertitles should be bold, italic and capitalized only in the initial letter (Arial 10).
Figures 
All figures and tables are placed inside the text after they have been mentioned in the text (not before) and both are aligned to the left. Figures are cited as Fig. X. where X corresponds to the figure number and are also called with the abbreviation Fig. The name is placed below the corresponding figure, using Arial 9 font size and with the word Fig X, with capital “F” and in bold letters.  
Tables

Tables, on the other hand, are titled at the top of the tables under the notation Table X. where the capital T is used and the title of the table is included. This is in bold, Arial 9.  Tables do not have lines separating the cells.
Equations
The equations must be edited as an image, in a clear, legible way and if there are more than one, they must be numbered with (X), where again X corresponds to the consecutive citation number. 
ACKNOWLEDGMENTS
This section follows the regular format of the rest of the document. The only observation is that the title is not numbered.

In this section acknowledgements are added to people who collaborated in the project but are not listed as authors of the paper.
3. CONCLUSIONS

The purpose of this section is to summarize the main results discussed throughout the paper. Remember to handle conclusions as short statements based on the theory and objectives stated. This section has no special formatting requirements.
4. REFERENCES
References are in IEEE http://www.ieee.org format. Only works actually cited, either directly or indirectly, are listed in the references. It is important to verify that the way in which the authors are signed is always respected, that is, that they do so with two surnames, so that they appear both at the time of citation and in the list of references. It is also necessary to keep the order of appearance of the authors in the sources consulted, since it obeys the degree of contribution to the research. The order of organization of the citations in the references section of the article is done in alphabetical order of the author's surname (not by order of citation within the article). Each of the references must have the active hyperlink to the DOI if it exists.
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
